NAPLAN RESULTS 2018 
The National Assessment Program ï Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN) is an        
assessment program for Year 3, Year 5, Year 7 and Year 9 students, testing 
knowledge and skills in Literacy and Numeracy. The results of the tests provide     
another source of information for students, parents, teachers and principals about 
student achievement which can be used to support teaching and learning programs. 

In May 2018, NAPLAN tests were administered throughout Australia. It is important to remember that teachers in all schools 
assess their studentsô learning in literacy and numeracy on a regular and ongoing basis. NAPLAN testing complements but 
does not replace the information that teachers gather. Parents of students in Years 3 and 5 will receive their childôs individual 
test results in an addressed and sealed envelope in the coming weeks. If parents wish to discuss their childôs NAPLAN results 
they are invited to make an appointment with their childôs classroom teacher.

STUDENT ATTENDANCE - Every Day Counts 

In primary school, some students miss on average 3 weeks of school per year. Thatôs half a year of school by the end of year 
6. Going to school every day is the single most important part of your childôs education. Students learn new things at school 
every day ï missing school puts them behind not only academically but socially too. Why is it important? We all want our     
children to get a great education, and the building blocks for a great education begin with children coming to school each and 
every day. If children miss school regularly, they miss out on learning the fundamental skills that will set them up for success 
in the later years of school. There is no safe number of days for missing school ï each day a child misses puts them behind, 
and can affect their educational outcomes. Each missed day is associated with progressively lower achievement in             
numeracy, writing and reading. What we can do? The main reasons for absence generally are:

Sickness ï There are always times when children need to miss school, such as when theyôre ill. Itôs vital that theyôre only 
away on the days they are genuinely sick, and setting good sleep patterns, eating well and exercising regularly can make a 
big difference. Itôs vital that holidays are planned during school holidays where possible, and not during the term if it can be 
avoided. ñDay offò ï Think twice before letting your child have a ñday offò as they could fall behind their classmates ï every 
day counts. Truancy ï This is when children choose not to go to school without their parentôs permission. There can be many 
reasons for truancy. The best way to address this is for schools and parents to work together. If for any reason your child 
must miss school, there are things you can do with your school to ensure they donôt fall behind:  

Å Speak with your classroom teacher and find out what work your child needs to do to keep up.  

Å Develop an absence learning plan with your teacher and ensure your child completes the plan. Remember, every day  
counts. If your child must miss school, speak with your classroom teacher as early as possible.

FOUNDATION ENROLMENTS FOR 2019 

We continue to take enrolments for our 2019 Year Foundation students. Please inform family, friends and neighbours that if 
they have a child starting school next year and would like them to come to our school to enrol them soon. It is important that 
children are enrolled by the end of Term 3 so that they can participate in our excellent Beginning Schools Program           
commencing November 2018.School tours are conducted by appointment.  

PERSONAL ITEMS AT SCHOOL  

I remind parents that personal goods, not required for school programs, that are brought to school are at the ownerôs risk. 
Personal items brought to school by students and/or parents are not insured and the Department of Education and Training 
does not accept responsibility for any loss or damage. This includes mobile phones, games, toys and sporting equipment.  

MAKING APPOINTMENTS 

Our school tries very hard to establish positive communication links between parents and teachers, and all staff members try 
to accommodate parent requests as much as possible. Most staff members have commitments before and after school, such 
as attendance at meetings, professional learning, etc. Parents are asked to please understand when a teacher is unable to 
hold an impromptu meeting with them before or after school, particularly when issues require a long time to discuss. Making 
an appointment with the teacher will alleviate disappointment and ensure adequate time is allowed to address the issue. 
Please be mindful and respectful of teachersô roles and responsibilities before and after school. 

ENTRY TO SCHOOL BUILDINGS 

Findon Primary School seeks to provide an open and friendly learning environment, which values and actively encourages 
visitors to our school. At the same time we recognise our duty of care to ensure a safe environment for our students and staff, 
to avoid disruption to the educational process, and recognise our responsibility to protect and preserve the schoolôs resources 
against theft, vandalism and misuse. A balance must be achieved between the potential benefits and risks associated with the 
presence of visitors in our school buildings before, during or after school. Achieving the desired balance will lead to an                
increased sense of order in each school building and a decrease in disruption to studentsô learning. We ask that if parents 
wish to speak with their childôs classroom teacher to do so before school commences or immediately after school, provided 
teachers are not expected to be at a meeting. Alternately, arranging a mutually suitable time to conduct a meeting would be 
even better.
